Prepare to make the mask by roughly cutting around the four parts; the head
piece, the jaw, the face piece and the nose piece (including the letters next to the
tabs), and gluing onto light card.

Hint: Lelters are wrilten next to the tabs to correspond with where they are to be
positioned on the mask. Only cut off the reference letters just before you are
about to glue the tabs into position so you don’t lose your place.
